The work of Sébastien Layral D’Alessandro is rooted in a practice of contemporary figurative painting conceived as a space of confrontation 
between image, thought, and time.


Painting is approached not as the illustration of a discourse, but as a sensory experience that renders visible the human condition in the face of the 
absurd. Each work is conceived as an autonomous entity while remaining part of long-term series that are both structured and open.


These series form a coherent body of work projected over several decades, in which portraiture, the figure, and landscape function as surfaces of 
projection for presence, doubt, and individual responsibility.


The performative and participatory practices developed in parallel constitute an ethical and philosophical foundation that informs the painting 
without replacing it. Painting remains the primary site of visual experience, exhibition, and collection.


The work is conceived for gallery presentation in the form of series that are legible and collectible, articulating pictorial rigor, formal coherence, and 
conceptual depth over time.


POSITIONING 



LOst-It (2022–2122) is a long-term pictorial series composed of 12,000 paintings. 
Each work translates into painting a crumpled Post-it bearing a fragment from The Myth of Sisyphus by Albert Camus. 
Each painting is autonomous, dated, and numbered, while being integrated into a deliberately unfinishable body of work, 75 works completed to date (0.6%).
